














Collegiate Education - 68 Government Arts and Science Colleges in Tamil Nadu-

Administrative sanction for improvement of internal infrastructure facilities at an estimated
cost of Rs.210.00 crores-Rs.106.39 crores for the financial year 2017-18 and Rs.106.39 cores for
2018-19-An order is issued sanctioning the grant of funds

The Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu issued the following statement under Rule 110
in the Legislative Assembly on 19.06.2017.

Provided in all the 43 Arts and science colleges, the grant of funds 210 crores has been
spent towards building additional classrooms, Laboratories,, library, toilets, staff room,
conference halls, seminar halls within 2 years of duration.The buildings constructed in these
Government Arts and Science Colleges are chritiened as"M.G.R. Centenary celebration
building"commemorating the centenary celebrations of the former Chief Ministers and
Revolutionary Leader M G.R. In the first phase of this year, a fund of Rs 105 crores will be
allocated and Works will be carried out. The remaining Rs 105 crore will be allocated next year

With the view of the letter from the Directorate of Collegeate Education read above,
about 961 additional courses have been started and classes are being conducted in the last 6
years.So for no classrooms have been constructed. Thus, there is a need to provide additional
classrooms and laboratories to protect the educational welfare of the students. As announced
by the Hon'ble Chief Minister in the Legislative Assembly, project proposal under Rule 110 has
been sent to the government with the estimation of Rs.210 crores for the construction of
classrooms and laboratories in all the government colleges. Further the Directorate of
collegiate education has also requested the government to grand administrative permission
and financial allocation for the construction of these buildings.



3. As per the proposal of the director of Collegiate Education Rs.210 Crores (Rupees Two
Hundred and Ten Crores) has been sanctioned for the financial year 2017-2018 for Administrative
purposes for constructing 862 classrooms and 172 Labs in the 68 Government Arts and Science
Colleges. An amount of Rs.105.39 Crores (Rupees One Hundred and Five Crores and Thirty nine
Lakhs Only) can be utilized in the financial year 2017-18 for 24 Colleges and an amount of Rs.104.61
Crores (Rupees One Hundred and Four Crores and Sixty one Lakhs) can be utilized in the financial
year 2018-19 for 44 Colleges. This order has been issued by the Government and the allotment of
classes and Labs for various Colleges has been enclosed.

4. The above said amount has to be maintained in the following titles.

“4202 — Education, Sports, Cultural Expenses — 01 General Education — 203 — University Higher
Education — State expenditure — JB Buildings — Management by the Department of Technical
Education — 16 Major Tasks” (4202-01-203-JB-1603)

5. Asreferred to by in Para 3, it is a new project expenditure. The consent for this project shall
be obtained in the Assembly later. At present this fund is released from the contingency fund from
the Finance Department. The Director of Collegiate Education is requested to apply to the Finance
Department for the release of the contingency fund under 1963 Annexure, Form ‘A’, Tamilnadu
Contingency Fund Rules.
